* The Carolinas (North and South Carolina) have a robust
plastic recycling industry that provides readily available
markets for the region. The industry employs more than
1,300 people, processes more than 750 million pounds of
plastic per year and had sales of nearly $450 million.

* By simply recycling plastic bottles that used to contain
water, soda, shampoo, milk, laundry detergents, food and
other items, we can increase the available plastic resources
to supply these manufacturers.

¢ Anincrease in recycled plastic material supports bottle-
to-bottle recycling, automotive, textile, home furnishings,
carpet, consumer products and other SC industries.

South Carolina has 120 companies in the plastics recycling
industry. One example is Wellman Plastics Recycling which
takes the entire plastic bottle and converts it into a resin for
end-use applications such as new bottles, food containers
and fiber.

* By recycling less than 25% of the plastic containers that
were generated, South Carolina misses out on $12 million
in potential revenue.
